The

poor tribal people also send their

children for labour work for money.

While working as PARKIYA children do

faces all other forms of exploitation and

violation of their rights. They have not

allowed to go to school, they are

physically and sexually abused. They

start their work in child age and

continue to work even after crossing the

age of minor. In most of the cases they

remain as bonded labour throughout his
life. Mainly boys are works are PARKHIYA.

OPEN SHELTERS FOR CHILDREN IN NEED

INHarda Urban Area

The largest numbers of homeless children,

pavement dwellers, street and working children,

child substance abusers and child beggars, left on

their own and in need of care and support, reside

in urban areas. They are seen living in conditions

of extreme deprivation compounded by lack of

shelter and access to basic services like sanitation,

safe drinking water, education, health care,

recreational facilities, etc. They end up at traffic

intersections, railway stations, streets, sabzi mandi

(vegetable market), etc. begging for alms, wiping

automobile windscreens, rag picking, vending

wares. These children are very often victims of
adult abuse of all kinds: physical, sexual, emotional

as well as economic exploitation. Inhuman and

violent life conditions turn many of these children

into law offenders, criminals and exploiters

themselves.

.



This flexible mechanism of Open Shelters is catering to

the unique needs of these children particularly in urban

areas and aims to harness their talent and potential, thus

giving them the opportunity to become productive

citizens. These are community based safe spaces which

provide a space for children where they can play, study,

use their time productively and engage themselves in

creative activities through music, dance, drama, yoga &

meditation, computers, indoor and outdoor games, etc. in

a safe environment and located within their own

community.

These activities encourage meaningful peer group

participation and interaction. This ensures the overall

growth and development of children and keeps them

away from socially deviant behaviors, in addition to

fulfilling their basic requirements for food, nutrition and

health. Counseling guidance and life skill education arehealth. Counseling guidance and life skill education are

also provided here for channelizing these children’s

energy into productive endeavors. In the long term, the

aim is to make them self reliant, aware and wean them

away from street life or dysfunctional behaviors

The programme will address the twin issues of unemployment and poverty in the

district by providing young people with sustainable livelihood opportunities. Through

the proposed programme, Pravah and Synergy Sansthan will jointly work towards

strengthening and expanding the holistic entrepreneurship development center

launched as a pilot initiative in the year 2012.

EDPApproach

The programme will employ a holistic approach for building entrepreneurial skills

amongst select young people , wherein, the youth will be trained and guided in

developing business skills as well as in understanding about themselves and will be

mentored to create micro- enterprises or in becoming self-employed. The centre would

work on Knowledge, Skills, Attitudes and Behaviors of participants through a

combination of classroom training, internships and peer learning.

The centre will address the needs of young people interested in starting something of

his/ her own. The pedagogy will employ classroom training, exposure visits, ‘Refl-

action’ and self-based project work. The emphasis will be on experiential learning from

real-world experiences, and the curriculum encourages a learner-led approach.

The journey will begin with classroom cum experiential learning opportunities for the

participants, followed by an assessment centre and end with an incubation phase for

select participants. The diagram below depicts the broad framework of the centre to

build entrepreneurs with the requisite knowledge, skills, attitudes and character and

the processes which will be followed to achieve these.
